Follow all suggestions in the ""Suggestions for Safe Operation" section of the
Owner's Manual supplied for the respective davit crane designed for use with
this roll base.

Always center the load on the hook so it will remain balanced and not tip or
rotate to one side. Avoid side pulls.

Keep casters locked when not intending to move crane.

DO NOT do the following:

Do not lift people or things over people. Do not walk or work under a load or
in the line of force of any load.

Do not exceed the load rating of the roll base or any other component in the
system. To do so could result in failure of the equipment. Load ratings of the
system change with the position of the boom and the roll base legs.

Do not install non-standard davit cranes onto the roll base without
authorization from Thern, Inc.

Do not lower the load on to the legs of the roll base. Doing so could result in
damage to the legs.

Do not use the roll base under load while on an inclined surface. Doing so
could result in loss of control and/or tipping of crane system.

Do not adjust leg or boom position while under load.
Do not use in combination with a base extension.

Do not operate with combination of leg and boom positions shown on page 7
and on the roll base load rating label.

FASTEN THE PEDESTAL BASE to the roll base using the 5/8-inch
fasteners provided. Recommended torque is 125 ft-Ibs.

NON-STANDARD PRODUCTS that vary from the original design
may have different fastening requirements.

POSITION BOTH LEGS to the same desired operating position.

12 Installing the Crane into Roll Base

ASSEMBLE CRANE using Section 1.2 of Owner's Manual provided with
respective Thern crane purchased for this roll base.

AFTER ASSEMBLY install bolt through base and crane mast to prevent
crane mast from rotating. Failure to do this may result in crane tipping
under load. Crane and roll base are designed to have the boom of the crane
and the roll base legs parallel to each other. The load is designed to be
centered between the front wheels of the roll base. See Figure 1.

POSITION THE CRANE AND BOOM so the load hook is centered over the
load. Avoid side pulls which could damage the crane or cause the load to
tip. See Figure 2.

LOCK CASTERS on rear of crane to prevent movement during lifting.
ADJUSTING THE BOOM. See Figure 2.

REMOVE ANY LOAD from the crane and disengage hook from load.
LOCATE BOOM in horizontal position to make adjustment easier.

REMOVE BOOM EXTENSION PIN and adjust boom extension to desired
position, then re-insert pin. The boom extension pin must only be removed
when adjustments are being made. It must always be re-installed immediately.

Attaching the Load

CLEAR OBJECTS from the path you will travel, so you can move freely
and observe the load at all times during the operation.

ATTACH THE LOAD using a nylon sling, or other approved lifting device.
Follow the recommendations of the sling manufacturer.

SEAT THE SLING in the saddle of the hook with the hook latch completely
closed. See Figure 3.

CENTER THE LOAD on the hook so it will remain balanced and not tip or
rotate to one side.

Moving the Load

LIFT THE LOAD slowly and smoothly. Make sure the load is balanced and
securely attached before lifting. See Figure 4.

UNLOCK CASTER at rear of crane.

PULL THE CRANE BACKWARD to move the load, with the load close to
the floor and tied to the mast and legs to prevent swinging. See Figure 4.

MOVE THE LOAD slowly and smoothly, especially when making turns.

MOVE THE CRANE BY HAND ONLY. Do not use powered devices to
push or pull the crane.
